FPL also co-sponsors the 40 Days for Life in Kalispell, a powerful
event new to the valley as of last year.

In Historic Move, Planned Parenthood Closes Kalispell Clinic!

After several decades of performing surgical abortions, the baby-killing facility at 795 Sunset Boulevard most recently operated
by Planned Parenthood closed its doors November 20th.  Said Stacy James, President and CEO of Planned Parenthood of Montana,
“We’ve not had the patient numbers to keep the doors open.”  After years of peaceful protesting and countless prayers, local prolife
leaders are rejoicing in the incredible news!

Abortionist James Armstrong, MD operated out of the facility even before the 1973 Roe vs. Wade decision declared it legal.
Armstrong later advertised abortions “up to the due date,” and even drew patients from out of state before eventually retiring.  Planned
Parenthood took over in 2005, and the location remained a stronghold for abortion in Northwest Montana.

Good Friday 2007 saw local prolife individuals gathered outside the facility for the first time in several years.  The small group
spent 2 hours in prayer and peaceful protest.  Monthly pickets followed and were held for over a year before weekly on-site prayer
was instigated in 2008.  This weekly prayer eventually gave way to the area’s first 40 Days for Life, with a 24-hour peaceful vigil held
outside for 40 consecutive days in early 2009.  Planned Parenthood reeled from the impact as the number of prayer supporters
continued to expand.  “I see faces flowing with new & renewed hope,” says Karen Trierweiler, now two-time Director of the Kalispell
efforts.  “There is a very powerful presence of prayer felt out there, and more and more people want to be a part of it.”

The closure made national prolife news, and local prolife supporters celebrated with both an on-site rally & an evening event
featuring National 40 Days for Life Director David Bereit.  Kalispell became the 5th location in America to see the closure of an
abortion facility following 40 Days for Life efforts …and the 1st location to see such a closure involving Planned Parenthood.

40 Days for Life Prayer Campaign Sweeps Across the Nation

One of the largest prolife mobilizations our nation has ever seen, the revolutionary 40 Days for Life has swept across America
since its inception in 2004.  A campaign focusing on prayer and fasting, community outreach, and constant vigil outside the

local abortion facility, the 40 Days for Life has generated significant results as people of faith join together and pray for the end
of abortion in America.

In the first 5 nationally coordinated 40 Days for Life campaigns (Fall 2007 – Fall 2009), people of faith and conscience were
mobilized in 282 cities across all 50 of the United States, five Canadian provinces, plus locations in Northern Ireland, Denmark,

and Australia.  Consider these exciting figures as shared by Shawn Carney, Campaign Director & Co-Founder:

·  More than 70,000 people have taken to the streets, forming peaceful 40-day prayer vigils outside of Planned
Parenthood centers and abortion facilities

·  Reports document over 2,100 lives that have been spared from abortion — and those are just the ones we know about
·  Twenty-six abortion workers have quit their jobs and walked away from the abortion industry
·  Five abortion facilities completely shut down following local 40 Days for Life campaigns

40 Days for Life Campaigns
Impact Flathead Valley

This last year, prolife supporters throughout Flathead
County coordinated 1st & 2nd  40 Days for Life campaigns ever
to be held in Northwest Montana.  Holding peaceful prayer
around the clock outside Kalispell’s Planned Parenthood last
March, participants faced blowing snow and frigid
temperatures.  Pastor Mark Cutler of Trinity Lutheran Church
was one of several local church leaders who came out to pray
during the cold nighttime hours.  “God’s people are committed
to praying for an end to abortion, whatever nature’s conditions
might be,” he said.  “God our Creator is even more committed
than we are to bring about an end to abortion in our
community.”

The 2nd 40 Days campaign—held this last fall—saw
prolife supporters outside Kalispell’s 2nd abortion facility.  The
prayer vigil was held 24/7 outside All Families Healthcare, an
independent abortion facility operated by Susan Cahill, PA-
MSW.  Many even among the prolife community were
surprised to learn of Cahill’s operations.

Over 800 men, women, and children participated in
Kalispell’s 40 Days for Life efforts in 2009, with over 10 area
churches covering periods of up to 24 hours at a time on-site.

The Kalispell area efforts have received recognition
through several local media outlets, including both front page
news in the Daily Inter Lake and local TV station coverage.
The excitement culminated with Planned Parenthood publicly
announcing their upcoming closing at the halfway point of the
2nd campaign.

Prolife supporters are currently preparing for their 3rd

consecutive campaign to be held February 17th – March 28th.

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2008 MT Abortion Stats Released

The 2008 abortion numbers have been released to Flathead Prolife by the Dept. of
Health and Human Services, although the state’s full Vital Statistics Report isn’t yet
finalized.  The tables reveal success at the state level overall, though the number of
abortions in Flathead County rose by 69.  Both local abortion facilities were operating
throughout the entirety of last year, which is the most probable cause of the increase.
Local prolife leaders expect a measurable decrease coming after hosting their 1st two
24-hour 40 Days for Life campaigns in 2009.

*Last year’s abortion rate for Flathead County residents was 185.3 abortions per 1,000
live births (1 in 6.4 babies were aborted).  The resident rate at the state level was 152.1 (1 in
7.6 babies).

  **Cahill opened Kalispell’s 2nd abortion clinic in the Fall of 2007.
***2005 was the last year James Armstrong, MD performed abortions at his Kalispell

practice.  During that year, Armstrong turned his operation over to Planned Parenthood of
Montana.
